Tuition payments are due at the front office the Friday before the
billed week. Weekly payments are considered late after 6:30 p.m.
on Friday and a $20 late fee will be applied to accounts for late
payment of tuition. Monthly tuition payments are due by the 1% of
the month. Monthly payments are considered late after the 8™ of the
month and are ineligible to receive the monthly tuition discount as a
late payment penalty. Tuition fee structure is based on 39-weeks
(excludes week of 12/27/10, 1/3/11, and 3/21/11). These payments
are divided into 10 equal payments for monthly tuitions. This
includes school closings for holidays. No tuition reimbursement or
credit will be given for holidays, natural disasters, absences, illness,
or vacations. We do not offer make-up days for missed days.

The monthly tuition discount for each child after the first child
enrolled in a family is $25.

All Non-VPK tuition rates include daily Gymnastics instruction. VPK
program includes one Gymnastics class per week. If wrap-around
care is selected, Gymnastics is offered daily in the afternoon.

Daily snacks are provided. We provide milk at lunchtime. Students
must bring their own lunch.
